INTRODUCTION 

“For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved. How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? and how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? and how shall they hear without a preacher?”(Romans 10:13-14)   

For those who believe in Jesus Christ, how deeply are you convinced by faith regarding the Resurrection of Christ as being factual and not myth? Can your faith easily be shaken? 

Every year during Christian Holy Week, millions of Protestants and Catholics flock to cathedrals and sanctuaries to hear the “Good News” of a risen Christ. Christians believe in “the Resurrection.” Christians believe the body of Christ was resurrected from the grave on the third day. As Christians, we believe Christ already has come as the Son of God, has been resurrected, and will return to give the saints rest, despite what other religions think of us. We believe in Christ. Also by faith, Christians believe in Christ’s Power over the Resurrection: He has come to bring in a New Kingdom. For centuries Christians have been mocked and persecuted because of our beliefs. Christians are faced with an onslaught of doubters about the risen Christ; this is seemingly increased around the celebration of Easter.

 …..Where do we go from here? Do we go to Death in its finality, or do we go from Death to “the Resurrection” of the dead? If Death has the victory, and we do not rise in the End, then Christians believe in vain and will die in vain, and the body of Christ can be found somewhere on this Earth. Therefore the doubters who are in search of His body to dispute His Resurrection feel that their search is not in vain. Once they find the body of Christ, they can put to rest all false accounts of His Resurrection. But as Christians, our belief is not in vain. This is Christian faith. For Christians, “the Resurrection” is Christ, and if unbelievers do not believe in Him, they shall see the Second Death.
....... Cremation
            For those who were cremated but died believing, Christ has laid the foundation for how we will be resurrected to enter into Heaven or into Hell. Did not God form us from dust? From the beginning we were conceived by His Holy Spirit. God wants us to be a living soul through the Holy Spirit (Genesis 2:7) not a dead soul by other spirits who keep us in sin; spirits who are unable or not willing to resurrect us from sin and Death. If God formed us from dust, He, being the Power of the Holy Spirit, is present to do it again. Everyone who has lived and is alive on Earth shall face their Day of judgment. If God knows the number of hairs on our head, then He knows where every single particle of ash lies. No one will escape Christ’s judgment because they were cremated. For those who believe in Christ, we are to follow Christ, Who has no sin, and go down to the grave as He did in honor of Him, and as a demand from God, for we are sinners worthy of the grave. Those who are cremated shall be formed from the dust and rise to be present to receive their final reward: Heaven or the Second Death.
