THE WICKED          (Final chapter)
…..Who are the wicked? They are continuous evildoers of sin, as they were in the days before Noah entered the Ark. They are the unrighteous: backbiters, fornicators, adulterers. They are the idolaters, whoremongers, liars, covetous men, unclean persons, those with filthy conversation. They are also the unloving, the fearful, abominable, murderers, sorcerers, whisperers, and haters of God. They are disobedient to parents and they are inventors of evil things. They are those who Romans 1:26-31, I Corinthians 6:9-10, Ephesians 5:5 and II Timothy 3, say they are. They are the unrepented among us. Covenant breakers, without natural affection (vile), women changing their natural use, which goes against nature, men leaving the natural use of the woman (men with men), implacable, unmerciful. They are those who feel they are righteous without a spirit to repent, thinking they will inherit the Kingdom absent repentance. They are puffed up. They are the tares amongst the wheat. All these things are wicked and the wicked, will not inherit the Kingdom of God. These are every imagination of the thoughts of the heart. These acts are the lust for unrighteousness in the sight of God. The wicked do not care about the things (Commandments) of God. There is no purity in the soul of the wicked, but daily acts of evil. What a man thinks is what he is. His actions are from the heart. Even tickling the ears is an act of wickedness…..
But it is happened unto them according to the true proverb, The dog is turned to his own vomit again; and the sow that was washed to her wallowing in the mire (II Peter 2:22).

As a dog returneth to his vomit, so a fool returneth to his folly. Seest thou a man wise in his own conceit? there is more hope of a fool than of him (Proverbs 26: 11-12).

King David not only foresaw the Coming of Christ, but he also foresaw the destruction of the wicked ones.
Thou hast rebuked the heathen, Thou hast destroyed the wicked, Thou hast put out their name for ever and ever (Psalm 9:5).
