PROPHECY TO THE SAINTS           Chapter 8     

“And I saw a strong angel proclaiming with a loud voice, Who is worthy to open the book, and to loose the seals thereof?” (Revelation 5:2)

Our time of tribulation (time of the End) has begun, and the judgment has been set, for “the Book” that was sealed with seven seals (books) has been opened by the slain Lamb of God (Daniel 7:10, Revelation chapter 5 and chapter 20:12), for the Lamb of God, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David and the Ancient of days, our daily sacrifice, has ascended to Heaven (Revelation 5) [please read], and was worthy to open “the Book” sealed with seven seals (books). And He loosed the seven seals thereof as prophesied by John. Now our hour (Day) of temptation to worship the Beast, BABYLON THE GREAT WHORE, is here. And She reigns over the kings of the Earth (Revelation 17:18)—those men who love Her (false prophets, sorcerers, all evildoers).

And there was war in Heaven: and Michael and his angels fought against the Dragon whose tail drew a third part of the stars (angels) of Heaven, and did cast them to the Earth. And the Dragon and his angels fought and prevailed not and no place was found for them in Heaven.

And I heard a loud voice saying in Heaven, Now is come salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the power of his Christ: for the accuser of our brethren [Joshua/Israel] is cast down, which accused them before our God day and night. And they overcame him [Satan] by the blood [resurrection] of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death [the End]. (Revelation 12:10-11).

And all the heavens rejoiced and those that dwell in them (Revelation 12:12), for the Saviour was caught up (raised) unto God, and to His throne (Revelation 12:5).

 When the Devil saw that he was cast out of Heaven he went to persecute the Woman (Jerusalem), Who brought forth (gave birth to) the Man Child, and the Devil opened his mouth as water of a flood (great multitude) after the Woman that he may cause Her to be carried away by the flood. But the Earth helped the Woman clothed with the Sun (Jerusalem), and the Moon (Earth) under Her feet, and upon Her head a Crown of Twelve Stars, and opened up Her mouth (Womb), and swallowed up the flood—shut the Womb: Kingdom against kingdom. And the Dragon, who gave power unto the Beast who came up out of the Sea (Gentiles), was wroth (angry) with the Woman (Jerusalem), and went to make war with the remnant of Her seed, which keep the Commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus Christ (Revelation 12:17). What are the Commandments of God? They are in Exodus 20:1-17 and I Timothy 6:14. 

But the judgment shall sit, and they shall take away his [beast] dominion to consume and to destroy it unto the end (Daniel 7:26).

Woe unto the inhabitants of the Earth and of the Sea (Gentiles)! For the Great Red Dragon having seven heads and ten horns, and seven crowns upon his heads (verse 3), has come down to you with great wrath (verse 12 and Revelation 5:9 and 12:10-11).

How art thou fallen from Heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! How art thou cut down to the ground, which did weaken the nations! (Isaiah 14:12).

And it shall come to pass in that day [the Seventh Day], that the Lord shall set his hand again the second time to recover the remnant of his people, which shall be left, from Assyria, and from Egypt, and from Pathros, and from Cush, and from Elam, and from Shinar, and from Hamath, and from the Islands of the sea (Isaiah 11:11). 

And the world (Earth and Sea) is to wonder after the Beast who has opened his mouth in blasphemy against God, to blaspheme God’s name, and His tabernacle, and them that dwell in Heaven (Revelation 13:6). And the world is to worship the Dragon—the Devil, which gave power to the Beast, who is a man (Revelation 13:3-4); whose spirit lives on. And it was given unto the Beast to make war with the saints; and to overcome them: and power was given him over all kindreds, and tongues, and nations (kingdoms)—Revelation 13:7. Those who are of the world, those who will not repent, their names will not be written in the Book of Life from the Lamb Who was slain from the foundation of the world (Earth and Sea) (Revelation 13:8), for the Earth stands out of the water and in the water (Sea), whereby the old world was overflowed with water and perished (II Peter 3:3-6).
