HOW TO AVOID THE SECOND DEATH          Chapter 12

How do we avoid the Second Death, which has power over the sinner? We avoid the Second Death by faith in Christ. We are no longer poor in spirit if our faith is in Christ. By believing in Christ, we will follow His Will (Spirit) and therefore overcome the Second Death. To follow Christ’s Spirit is to obey His Commandments.

            Christ was the sacrificial Lamb for our sins. There will not be another sacrifice to come for our sins. We are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once and for all. God offered One Sacrifice for sins forever. And after God offered One sacrifice for our sins for ever, He sat down on the right hand of God (Hebrews 10:10-12): a prophecy; this being at the end of days forever. So have faith.
—YOU ARE A NATION VOID OF COUNSEL AND WITHOUT UNDERSTANDING, SAYS THE LORD (DEUTERONOMY 32:28)—THIS IS DUE TO FAULTY TEACHINGS— 
            You do not know what it means to follow Christ. With true love in your heart for Christ, it will conquer all sins. True love is unconditional. True love will sacrifice, although we cannot be a sacrifice for another’s sins, because we are sinners. But as part of what Christ did, we can follow after Him to sacrifice our life for others. The Kingdom of Heaven requires us to have true love for our brothers and sisters. God has asked us to. God’s Commandments are evidence of His asking. We must have the Spirit of true love to enter into the New Jerusalem. A spirit that truly loves will depart from sin, and will be resurrected to Heaven: not receiving the Second Death as their final reward. Sin is most important to those who follow THE GREAT WHORE. 

            True love is perfection (Colossians 3:4). That is all that is required to enter in. Therefore if you have true love for Christ, you will have true love for your brothers and sisters without prejudice. By the Spirit of true love, you can repent and forgive. Repentance is confessing Christ as our Lord and Saviour (calling on Him,) and to believe is to have faith in Him Who was resurrected from the dead (from sinners and the grave). And to believe in Him, sent by God, is to have true love for our brothers and sisters as He has taught and has shown us.

             Repenting is a cleansing of the soul which has partaken in evil. If we walk without the Holy Spirit, unwilling to truly repent to be baptized by the Holy Ghost, man shall see our nakedness. But if we walk in God, there is no shame (nakedness). For when we are naked in the dark, our nakedness (sin) shall come to the light and man will see our shame. The Lord knows what is in the darkness, for He is the Light (Daniel 2:22). If we repent to avoid the Second Death, the Holy Ghost will come to us and we will be ready to die, having a forgiving spirit and being forgiven.
            Christ has given us a chance at redemption by believing in His death and His Resurrection over sin. Christ was prepared (anointed) to come and forgive us. To believe is to repent—which is to depart from sin. Whereas when the children sinned against God in the Old Testament after God delivered Salvation to them through Moses and the Ten Commandments, and they refused to repent, their names were blotted out of “the Book” because they did not. Because they did not repent, they were not forgiven. A person who truly believes in repentance for himself first can forgive others and love their brother. If we repent we will not perish (John 3:16). For “the Law” is a shadow of good things to Come; the Perfect sacrifice, therefore repent to follow “the Law”. Through Christ, we can depart from sin to live in “the Law”.
